REPORT ON ANATOMY TREASURE HUNT COMPETITION
The Department of Anatomy,NIMS organized an engaging and intellectually stimulating Anatomy Treasure Hunt Competition on 12TH JUNE 2025, designed to enhance students’ learning through fun and interactive exploration of anatomical knowledge.The Anatomy Treasure Hunt Competition was a grand success, achieving its goal of integrating fun with education. It provided a refreshing break from routine classroom learning and was well appreciated by both students and faculty.

Objectives behind this program was
To reinforce anatomical concepts through active participation.

To encourage teamwork, problem-solving, and quick thinking.

To make learning anatomy enjoyable and memorable.
A total of 11teams, each team comprising 10-12 MBBS Phase I students, participated in the competition.

Format and Rules:The treasure hunt was structured in multiple stages, each consisting of clues and tasks based on anatomical knowledge. The tasks included:

Solving riddles based on anatomical terminology.

Identifying labeled parts on models, cadavers, or charts.

Completing small physical tasks related to functional anatomy.

Locating hidden clues within the department’s labs, lecture halls, and museum.

Each team was given a starting clue and had to race against time to solve each successive challenge. Faculty and Volunteers of club IBTIDA were stationed at each checkpoint to evaluate the responses and guide the teams.

Evaluation Criteria:

Time taken to complete all clues.

Accuracy of answers at each checkpoint.

Team coordination and strategy.
